KY Legislative Ethics Commission

December 12, 2018

The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 9 a.m. in Room 131, Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Kentucky.

Commissioners Present: Chairman Anthony Wilhoit, Vice-Chair Sheldon Baugh, Pat Freibert, Elmer George, Anthony Goetz, Phil Huddleston, Dan Kelly, and Dave Nicholas.

Chairman Wilhoit called the meeting to order. 
Chairman Wilhoit stated the President of the Senate has appointed Dan Kelly to fill an unexpired term ending in April, 2019.  Judge Wilhoit administered the oath of office.

Chairman Wilhoit asked for approval of the minutes of the November 13, 2018 meeting.  Vice-Chair Baugh moved and Mr. Goetz seconded the motion. All were in favor.

John Schaaf presented the staff report.  He informed the Commission the budget was on track and in good standing.  He also said multiple informal advisory opinions had been issued by staff since the November meeting, and were included in the board books.
Mrs. Freibert made a motion to go into executive session to discuss pending complaints. Mr. Goetz seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Mr. Goetz made a motion to come out of executive session.  Mr. Nicholas seconded the motion. All were in favor.
Mr. George made a motion to approve draft opinion OLEC 18-01 as amended by the Commission.  Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Mr. George made a motion to dismiss complaint 18-LEC-03 based on the lack of probable cause to believe that a violation of the Ethics Code occurred. Mr. Nicholas seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Mr. Nicholas made a motion to dismiss complaint 18-LEC-04 based on the lack of probable cause to believe that a violation of the Ethics Code occurred.  Mrs. Freibert seconded the motion. All were in favor.
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Mr. Nicholas made a motion to go into executive session to further discuss a pending complaint. Mr. Goetz seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Mrs. Freibert made a motion to come out of executive session.  Mr. Goetz seconded the motion. All were in favor.
Mr. Schaaf announced the staff would be hosting the Current Issues Seminar for the General Assembly in January. The monthly Commission meeting will immediately follow the first day session.  Glenn Kessler of The Washington Post is scheduled to speak on the first day and U.S. Deputy Attorney General Rod Rosenstein is scheduled to speak on the second day of the Current Issues Seminar.
The next meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, January 9, 2019 at 11 a.m. There being no further business, Vice-Chair Baugh made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Goetz seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
