Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

March 9, 2004

The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10:00 A.M. in Room 327 of the Capitol.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.

Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the January 7, 2004 meeting.  Mrs. Freibert moved and Mrs. Henn seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Judge Wilhoit announced that Commission staff had been busier this legislative session than ever before.

Chairman Troutman congratulated Commission Member, Pat Freibert, for being appointed as co-chairman to the Commission on Women by Governor Ernie Fletcher.

Judge Wilhoit informed the Commission that Donnita met with the Governor’s Office for Technology to discuss taking over the Commission’s database needs.  A cost estimate is being generated for Commission’s approval.

The Commission instructed staff to start preparing a newsletter to be mailed out to legislative agents, employers of legislative agents and all members of the General Assembly.

Judge Wilhoit asked Commission members for clarification on the definition of “lobbying related expenses”.  Judge Wilhoit was instructed to prepare and present the Commission’s opinion at the next meeting in April.
