Minutes

KY Legislative Ethics Commission

May 15, 2002

Chairman George Troutman called the regular meeting of the KY Legislative Ethics Commission to order at 10:00 a.m. on Wednesday, May 15, 2002, in Room 125 of the Capitol Annex.

Commissioners Present:  Lloyd Clapp, Pat Freibert, Ann Henn, Dr. Doug Moseley, Judge Bruce Lester, John Shepherd, Vice-Chairman Becky Tomblinson, and Chairman George Troutman.

Commissioners Absent:  Clarence Jackson

LEC Staff Present:  Judge Wilhoit, Lee Rowland, and Peggy Williams.

Judge Anthony M. Wilhoit noted that Speaker Jody Richards had appointed Chairman Troutman to another four-year term.  He administered the oath of office to Mr. Troutman.

Mr. Troutman  asked for a motion to approve the minutes of the February meeting.  Vice Chair Tomblinson moved approval of the minutes and Mr. Shepherd seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion carried.

Chairman Troutman mentioned that it is customary that the election of officers for the Commission be held at the May meeting.  Mr. Clapp moved and Dr. Moseley seconded a motion that Chairman Troutman and Vice Chairman Tomblinson retain their offices for another year.  All were in favor and the motion carried.  

Staff Report

Judge Wilhoit reported that Paula Pabon, Legal Counsel, had accepted a position with the KY Board of Nursing in Louisville.  He stated that he would be assuming those duties until someone is hired.  

Judge Wilhoit reported that Donnita Crittenden had given birth to a baby girl, Kaylee Renae.  

Peggy Williams presented information on electronic filing and possible costs.  It was determined that the Commission would pursue electronic updating of the webpage with information about legislative agents and employers and their expenditures.  Judge Lester moved and Mr. Clapp seconded a motion to approve the expenditures associated with 
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meeting with staff of the Governor’s Office of Technology to formulate a plan for website updates of information.  It was agreed that electronic filing of updated registration statements by employers and agents would not be implemented due to budget constraints.


Judge Wilhoit stated that fines collected for the months of January through March totaled $8,150.  These fines were issued to employers and legislative agents for late filing of updated registration statements.  Connie Evans has been handling this process and maintaining the records of fines.


Chairman Troutman requested that over the next six months, the Commission staff perform random audits of the records of legislative agents and employers.


Judge Lester moved that we enter Executive Session for the purpose of discussing complaints filed.  Mr. Clapp seconded the motion and all were in favor.


Mr. Shepherd moved and Mrs. Henn seconded a motion to return to open session of the Commission.  All were in favor.


The Commission discussed a two-day meeting in June.  It was agreed to meet on Monday, June 10, at 3:30 p.m. at the Capital Plaza Holiday Inn.  The Commission would resume its meeting on Tuesday, June 11, at 9:30 a.m. in the Capitol Annex.


There being no further business, Commissioner Clapp moved and Commissioner Freibert seconded a motion to adjourn the meeting until Monday, June 10.
