KY Legislative Ethics Commission

July 8, 2008
The Kentucky Legislative Ethics Commission held its regularly scheduled meeting at 10 a.m. in Room 129 of the Capitol Annex, Frankfort, Ky.

Chairman Troutman called the meeting to order.  
Chairman Troutman asked for approval of the minutes of the May 13, 2008 meeting.  Judge Gudgel moved and Mrs. Tomblinson seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written.  All were in favor.

Donnita Crittenden informed the Commission the electronic filing application has still not been completed by Ky.gov. Judge Gudgel made a motion to dismiss the complaint 08-LEC-01, Amy Mischler v. Representative Kathy Stein.  Mrs. Tomblinson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.
