QUESTION PRESENTED

1.  May a legislator solicit money from a political action committee which has a lobbyist as an officer?


2.  May a legislator seek help from a lobbyist in soliciting a political contribution from a political action committee?

Opinion 


1.  In OLEC 93-44 the Commission discussed in detail the allowable interaction between legislative agents and political action committees.


The Commission concluded that a legislative agent may not serve as an officer of a political action committee which makes campaign contributions to state legislators, candidates, or their committees.  Therefore, a legislator would be prohibited from soliciting contributions from such a political action committee.


2.  In OLEC 93-44, the Commission concluded that a legislative agent is prohibited by the Code from exercising control over a campaign contribution from a political action committee and is prohibited from directing it to a specific state legislator, candidate, or committee.  A legislator, therefore, would be prohibited from soliciting help from a legislative agent in obtaining a campaign contribution from a political action committee.
