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QUESTION PRESENTED:


May a candidate for the General Assembly lease real-estate to a state university?
DISCUSSION:


KRS 6.741 prohibits a legislator, his spouse, or any business in which a legislator or spouse owns or controls an interest of more than 5% from leasing real-estate to a state agency while the legislator is a member of the General Assembly.  State agency as defined by 6.611(29) includes state universities.


The prohibition is limited to legislators, and therefore would not apply to a lease between a candidate and a state university.  If the lease expires while the lessor is a member of the General Assembly KRS 6.741 would prohibit the legislator from granting a new lease.

OPINION:


A candidate for the General Assembly may lease real-estate to a state university, because the prohibition in KRS 6.741 applies only to legislators.
