QUESTION PRESENTED


When is the threshold for reporting requirements reached in regards to legislation?
OPINION

KRS 6.821 requires legislative agents and their employers to report expenses and expenditures directly related to lobbying activities during a reporting period.


"Lobby" is defined by KRS 6.611(26)(a);



"Lobby" means to promote, advocate, or oppose the passage, modification, defeat, or executive approval or veto of any legislation by direct communication with any member of the General Assembly, the Governor, the secretary of any cabinet listed in KRS 12.250, or any member of the staff of any of the officials listed in this paragraph.


The activity which triggers the requirement to report an expense or expenditure is the communication of a legislative agenda to a member of the General Assembly, or to any of the other individuals listed above.  Once communication takes place, it is necessary to report all expenses and expenditures involved in planning, developing, coordinating, or implementing the agenda.
